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Felony warrant service on a suspect who is a flight risk (pp)
key objectives
· Officers will obtain identifying information for the suspect and confirm the warrant. 

· Officers will perform a knock and announce and wait for a response.

· Officers will demonstrate effective communication, detention and search techniques. 

· Officers should establish that suspect #1 is not the suspect they are looking for.

· Officers will knock and announce after the second approach.

· Officers will perform a proper building search using a deliberate search technique.
Scene
 Officers are dispatched to attempt a felony warrant service. The officers’ supervisor will be standing by with a confirmed felony arrest warrant for suspect #2.

Director’s Notes
· The director will act as the supervisor and show the recruits to the location to serve the arrest warrant.  Tell the officers that the suspect is supposed to be alone and is a significant flight risk.  The supervisor will cover the back incase the suspect attempts to flee.
· There will be two suspects inside of the location, both of whom shall be armed. Upon the first knock-and-announce suspect #1 will answer the door. Suspect #1 is not the person listed in the warrant and will comply with all verbal commands. Suspect #1 will claim suspect #2 is not inside the search location. Suspect #1 should be extracted and frisked. Suspect #1 will be detained in handcuffs until recruits verify he is not the person listed in the warrant; although suspect #1 will have an outstanding warrant for DUI.
· After suspect #1 has been taken into custody, recruits should knock and announce a second time with no response. Suspect #2 will remain hidden inside the search location until found by officers. If the recruits fail to control suspect #2 or give suspect #2 an available escape route, allow suspect #2 to flee the scene.
