· Demonstrate knowledge of effective tactical communication
Scene

Recruit officers are dispatched to investigate a theft that was reported to 911 four hours ago. Upon arrival the R/P is extremely upset at the delay and “…the seeming lack of interest the police department has in my case.” What the R/P does not know is that 911 calls have been pouring in all day and that the police department’s staffing is at an all-time low. The R/P is also is unaware that the Recruit Officers actually arrived to the scene under ten minutes from the time they were dispatched. 

Director’s Notes

· Actor (R/P) should dwell on their perception that the police don’t care about the average citizen, because if they did they would have arrived much sooner. The actor is shocked by the seeming lack of interest the police department has in her case. 

· The actor should be cognizant of the Recruit Officers communication skills. The actor should “buy into” the recruit’s explanation if the communication tactics are effective.
