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Welfare check-bipolar subject is off medications for four days-folding knife in subjects pocket (CR)
key objectives
· Scan, Secure and Sweep.
· Officer will recognize the need to take the victim for an involuntary mental health evaluation.
Scene
The officers are dispatched to a welfare check at a residence.  The R/P, who is the care provider, claims the victim has been off their medication for four days and is becoming aggressive.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P will tell the officers that the subject is in the back room.  The subject will be described as bi-polar.  The R/P will tell officers that the subject refuses to eat, bathe or leave the house.  The R/P will tell the officers that the subject threw their medication out four days ago.  They haven’t been able to contact the subject’s doctor for a refill of the medication.  The R/P doesn’t know what to do and is becoming more concerned about their safety.
· The subject should act a little paranoid.  He/she will not resist officers but will not comply with requests.  If officers take hold of the subject, for purposes of cuffing or search, the subject will not resist.  The subject should have a folding pocket knife on their person.

· What actions should the officers take if the subject resists by swinging his/her arms towards the officers or kicking at them, but makes no attempt to close the gap to assault the officers?
· Could this person be transported by officers to a mental health facility?  (Dependant on department policies)
