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Road rage, weapon implied, not seen (CP)
key objectives
· Demonstrate proper officer safety and tactics.

· Recognize the crimes of Harassment or Disorderly conduct and take appropriate action.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a reported Road Rage incident where a weapon was implied but not seen by the R/P.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P will tell the officer that they were talking on their cell phone and accidentally ran a red light almost striking another vehicle.  The driver of the other vehicle honked their car horn then flipped them the middle finger.  At the next red light the driver of the suspect vehicle walked up to your driver’s door yelling.  The suspect said he/she was going to kill you while reaching inside their coat acting as if they were going to draw a gun.  You then sped off to call the police.

· The R/P will tell the officer that he/she saw the suspect park nearby and then provides a vehicle and suspect description.
· The suspect will be in the area with the driver’s door open.  On the driver’s seat, in plain view, will be a hand gun.  The suspect should be standing next to the open driver’s door as the officer(s) approach.  The suspect should be making a big deal that the R/P almost hit him and that the R/P should be going to jail.  The suspect will tell the officer(s) that he/she has a concealed weapons permit for the gun on the seat.  When asked, the suspect will give the same account that the R/P did.

· If the officer(s) run the suspect a valid weapons permit will be located.
