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Suspicious person in Denny's matches crime skethc of serial rapist (CP)
key objectives
· The officer should recognize that this is a social contact.

· The officer should recognize his/her limits when compelling, or attempting to compel, a person to identify themselves.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to Denny’s at 0300 hours for a report of a suspicious person in the restaurant.  The R/P reports that the subject matches the description of a sketch, released by local law enforcement through the media, of a serial rapist.
Director’s Notes
· The R/P should tell the officer that the subject has been in the restaurant for the past three hour’s drinking water.  The R/P will tell the officer that the subject hasn’t done anything wrong.  The R/P will express concern that the subject matches the sketch he/she had seen on television of the wanted serial rapist.  The R/P does not want the subject trespassed from the business but would like the officer(s) to check him/her out.

· The suspect will cooperate with officers.  If asked to identify themselves he/she will ask the officer(s) if they have to give their name or provide identification.  If asked, the subject will tell the officer that they are homeless and that they are in the restaurant to get out of the weather.  During the contact the subject should repeatedly ask if they have to leave the restaurant.

· If officers ask, there is no one available from the local law enforcement agency to bring a copy of the sketch to the restaurant.

· Does the information available to officers support the initial complaint?

· If a sketch is available to the officers, and the sketch appears to match the subject, can the officer compel the subject to identify themselves?  Does the sketch alone develop probable cause for arrest?
