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Suspicious person, possible stalker looking into victims bedroom (CP)
key objectives
· The officer should recognize this is a Terry stop.

· The officer will identify the crime and develop probable cause for arrest.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a suspicious subject call at an apartment.  The R/P advised that they had just gotten out of the shower and were walking around their bedroom. When they looked out their window they saw a subject staring in at them.   The R/P advised that they screamed and the subject continued to look in.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P needs to make sure that they articulate they had no clothes on when the suspect looked in the bedroom window.  The R/P will tell the officer that the suspect had their face pressed against the glass with a smile.  The R/P will tell the officer that when they screamed the suspect did not make an attempt to leave and continued to peer through the window.  The R/P will tell the officer that they can identify the subject if they see them again.  If asked, the R/P will make positive ID of the suspect.

· The suspect should be in the area of the window in question.  They should have the zipper of their pants down when contacted by the officer.  Their story should be that they were outside looking for their keys to their apartment which they have not found yet.  The suspect is looking for their keys because they had a fight with their roommate and the roommate threw their keys out the apartment window.  Their apartment is on the third floor above the victim’s apartment.  If asked to be patted down for weapons, the suspect will give consent.  If the officer does not asked for consent to search the suspect, have the suspect give frisk factors. The suspect should have a set of keys in their pocket.  The suspect can admit to looking in the RP’s window, but only for a brief moment.

· Make sure the role players articulate Voyeurism to the officer through statements or actions.
