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Two person physical disturbance, now verbal, no witness (CP)
key objectives
· The officer will recognize that they have a lawful Terry stop.

· The officer will identify frisk factors and complete a safe frisk of the suspects.

· The officer will separate those involved, control the scene and conduct a proper investigation.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a fight between two persons outside in a public area. Dispatch advises the two are now arguing but had been assaulting each other. The caller is an anonymous passer-by with no phone number for contact. Upon arrival the recruit officer sees two persons in a loud argument. 

Director’s Notes
· One suspect is cooperative with the officer while the other immediately wants to leave.   Both parties tell the officer nothing happened. When the officer(s) separate and interview the suspects, suspect #1 says that suspect #2 punched him in the face.  Suspect #1 will deny that there was a physical confrontation insisting that it was only verbal. (Argument can be over a cheating incident or whatever the monitor creates) 

· The suspects will not physically resist officer(s) but will inquire what the officer(s) are doing asking:  “can I go” or “am I under arrest.”
