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High Risk Stop BOLO Assault suspects (pp)
key objectives
· The officers do a high-risk stop following the skill steps. 

· The officers handcuffing the driver should not disengage when the driver screams or when the passenger exits with the baseball bat.

· The cover officer should address the passenger with the baseball bat, order them to drop the bat and prone them out.  The officer will hold this position until the driver is detained in the patrol vehicle.
Scene
The officers are dispatched to an aggravated assault. Two suspects reportedly beat a victim to the ground with baseball bats and left the victim for dead.  The suspects fled the scene in a vehicle.

Director’s Notes
· Driver’s instructions:  The driver will be compliant but armed with a handgun hidden in their waistband.  When the officer goes hands-on for cuffing, scream out in pain to your passenger. If the officer handcuffing you disengages or loses control of you, try to get your handgun and engage them. 

· Passenger instructions:  When you hear the driver scream, exit the vehicle holding a baseball bat.  Order the officers to stop brutalizing your friend.  Start walking forward until the officers warn you that they will shoot.  When you are challenged, comply with commands to drop the weapon and prone out.

· Dispatch instructions:  Give the officers the vehicle and suspect descriptions.
