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High Risk Stop Car jacking juct occurred (pp)
key objectives
· The officers will perform a high-risk stop according to the skill steps.
Scene
 The officers are dispatched to a carjacking that just occurred.  The R/P is calling from a cell phone and is following the suspect vehicle.

Director’s Notes
· Driver instructions:  Follow the officer’s commands and continue to question why you’re being stopped.  Refuse to exit the vehicle two times when ordered but then do it.  Verbally continue to give the officers a hard time.  
· Passenger instructions:  When the vehicle comes to a complete stop, exit the vehicle and run back toward the recruits screaming for help and thanking the officers for saving you. They should take you into custody until they verify who you are.  
· Dispatch instructions:  Dispatch the officers to a carjacking that just occurred.  Tell them a cell phone user is behind the suspect vehicle.   Provide the plate, vehicle and suspect description to the officers.  Tell the officers that the R/P watched the suspect enter the victim’s vehicle while pointing a gun at the occupant.  The vehicle then drove off.  Per the R/P, the victim is still inside the vehicle.
