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High Risk Stop Stolen vehicle (pp)
key objectives
· Officers will perform a high risk vehicle stop following the skill steps.
Scene
Officers are dispatched to a gas drive-off that just occurred at the Shell station located at 188th and 1st Avenue South. 
Director’s Notes
· Dispatch instructions:  Provide the officers with the vehicle and suspect description.  The license plate will be one character off (i.e. an “E” instead of and “F” on the vehicle license). The vehicle was last seen South bound on 1st Avenue South.  Prior to initiating a traffic stop (not high-risk with the information provided), the officers should provide the suspect vehicle’s correct license plate.  When they do, tell the officers that the vehicle is reported stolen.  If they do not, tell the officers that the license plate given on the original call does not return to a vehicle matching the suspect vehicle they have stopped. Once they provide the correct plate, tell them that the vehicle is a confirmed stolen. 
· Driver instructions:  Follow the officers’ instructions.  Provide mild verbal resistance and question why you are being stopped.  When they tell you about the stolen vehicle, tell them that you borrowed it from a friend.
· Passenger instructions:  Follow all verbal commands and claim that you had no idea that the vehicle was stolen.  As far as the gas drive off is concerned, tell them that you thought the driver had paid for the gas.
