You may use any resources available to you, and help each other as much as you’d like, but each recruit must complete their own Police Traffic Collision Report (PTCR) and citation(s) for this exercise.

1.  Complete the collision investigation forms.

2.  Complete the scene drawing.

3.  Complete the narrative.

4.  Determine the appropriate enforcement action and complete the citation(s) if needed.
COLLISION DETAILS
Details:  

You are dispatched to a two car, minor injury, non-blocking collision at the intersection of Greenwood Avenue North and 85th Street, in King County, City of Seattle.  You are dispatched by communications at 15:45 hours and arrive at the scene at 15:51 hours.  The date is (today’s date).  The collision itself occurred at 15:43 hours.  Your case number assigned by communications for this investigation is 08-636423.  You arrive at the intersection and observe the vehicles had been moved to a nearby parking lot.   You contact the drivers in the parking lot.  

Driver interviews:  

Driver one:  Ronald B. Heusser identifies himself with a Washington driver’s license, number HEUSSRB521PQ with an expiration of 6-21-2016.  His address is 26429 189th SE, Kent, Washington 98033.  His date of birth is 6-21-1948.  His physicals are as follows:  white, 6-0, 170 lbs, brown eyes, and brown hair.  His home phone number is (253) 631-6611 and work phone number is (206) 633-2033.  He works for EA2 Consulting.  He informs you he was wearing a lap/shoulder seatbelt.  He complains to you he has a sore neck but does not wish to be transported to the hospital informing you he will go later.  

Mr. Heusser was driving a 2004 Mercedes 600SL 2 door, red/blue in color, Washington license 551AQE expiration 01-15-2015.  The VIN is PB639J1KR617395C1; he is the registered owner.  He has current insurance through American States, policy #AS 456-09-8900 with an expiration of 02-2015.  His vehicle has damage to the passenger side, extending from the front wheel to the rear wheel.  The intrusion by the other vehicle is not very deep, and he will drive the vehicle from the scene.  Airbags are not deployed.  You estimate the damage to be approximately $2500.00. He informs you there were no prior defects with the vehicle.

Mr. Heusser tells you he was southbound on Greenwood Avenue North in the inside lane, intending to turn left to eastbound North 85th Street.  Said that he signaled his turn and as he began the turn he spilled his latte on himself.  Said he bent over to pick it up and to brush himself off so he didn’t get burned.  Said he never saw the maroon caprice (vehicle two) before the crash.
Driver two:  William E. Cooper identifies himself with a Washington driver’s license, number COOPEWE495GP with an expiration of 10-07-2015.  His address is 5627 Benjamin Avenue NW, Olympia, Washington 98504.  His date of birth is 10-07-1955.  His physicals are as follows:  white, 5-8, 185 lbs, blue eyes and brown hair.  His home phone number is (360) 239-1977 and work is (360) 586-3872.  He works for Boeing.  He informs you he was wearing a lap/shoulder seatbelt.  He complains he has a sore neck and back.   He does not wish to be transported to the hospital and will get checked out later.

Mr. Cooper was driving a 1999 CHEV Caprice 4 door, maroon in color, Washington license 675DSZ expiration 03-31-2015.  The VIN is 8KLB631975GR263P4; he is the registered owner.  He has current insurance through Farmers, policy #WA-84-09876 with an expiration of 02-2015.  His vehicle has damage to the front end, which extends back to the front of the wheel wells on each side.  The radiator is damaged and the car is disabled; he is able to get into a nearby parking lot.  Airbags are not deployed.  Kens Towing later tows the car from the scene; you estimate the damage to be approximately $4000.00.  He informs you there were no prior defects with his vehicle.  

Mr. Cooper informs you he was northbound on Greenwood Avenue North in the inside lane, at the speed limit, approaching North 85th.  Said that as he came up to the intersection, and a red/blue Mercedes (vehicle one) turned left in front of him.  Said he braked but could not stop in time; he also tells you that he saw the driver of vehicle on looking towards the floorboards of his car.

Passenger Info:  

Patrica A. Cooper, Mr. Cooper’s wife, was riding in the front passenger seat of vehicle two, also wearing a lap/shoulder belt.  She lives at the same address as Mr. Cooper.  She sustained injuries to her neck and back which require an aid car to transport her to Ballard Hospital for examination.  Her date of birth is 01-25-1956.  Interviewing her prior to her transport, she informs you the same collision account as her husband. 

Witness information:  

Mr. Richard F. Coleman contacts you and tells you he witnessed the accident.  He tells you he was stopped in the inside lane of North 85th for a red light (west side of the intersection).  He was first in line and had an unobstructed view of the intersection.  Said he saw a red/blue Mercedes make a left in front of the maroon Caprice.  He said the maroon Caprice appeared to be going the speed limit.  Mr. Coleman gives you his address, which is as follows:  3345 Rolling River drive, Seattle, Washington 98146.  A contact phone number for him is 206-123-4567.    

Collision scene:  

At the time of the collision the weather is clear, the roads are blacktop and are dry, and each direction of travel of the intersection is controlled by traffic signals.  The intersecting roadways are two lanes each direction, divided by double yellow centerlines.   The two lanes are divided by broken lane divider lines.  The roads are straight and level and no other problems existed.  There are crosswalks on all four sides of the intersection, which is 90 degrees. The speed limit is 30 MPH.  You walk over and look at the intersection and observe skid marks left by the maroon Caprice, which you take into consideration.  Miscellaneous information:  The crash did not occur in a construction zone and alcohol is not determined to be a factor.
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
