*** After the warrant is obtained break the protection tabs on the tape used.  Submit the tape to word processing on a priority type.  When completed submit the actual tapes, the transcript, original of the Search Warrant and original of the Inventory/Return of Service form to the court for filing.

Hope this helps some of you folks out and takes a little mystery out of the telephonic search warrant process.

As with all warrants, try to have the content of the affidavit screened by a KCPA Deputy prior to contacting the judge.  The front desk has a list of available Prosecutors and Judges to be called.
