Scene
 Officers are dispatched to Mock City to meet their scene monitor.  The recruits will be separated and told they are entering their respective rooms to buy lunch or a cup of coffee.  The actor will assault the recruit without warning.
Director’s Notes
· Recruits will be instructed that if they choose to use their baton they will allow the monitor to call “Kings X” and provide them with a foam baton. Recruits will be provided with OC and then sent into the room.

Use of force — When lawful
Common ERRORS
· Recruit uses less than reasonable and necessary use of force

· Recruit uses more than reasonable and necessary use of force

· Improper handcuffing
Desired outcome
Recruits will respond to Mock City and be separated by the monitors. Each recruit will enter the room and when they are assaulted they should respond with reasonable and necessary force.  Once the subject is controlled they should place them in handcuffs and double lock them. They should advise dispatch that they have a combative subject and request aid. If feasible, they should request backup. Once the subject is handcuffed (and double locked) the scene is over. Each recruit should be able to verbally articulate they use of force as though their supervisor has arrived onscene. 
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
