Suspicious person loitering, possible narcotics activity (CP)
key objectives
· Demonstrate proper officer safety and tactics.

· Maintain observation of suspect during approach.

· Recognize this is a Terry stop.

· Make arrest if criminal activity is observed.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a report of possible drug activity at a business.  R/P stated there was suspicious person loitering outside of their business for the last hour and thinks there is narcotics activity going on.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P should advise the officer that the suspect has made several contacts with various different subjects.  Each time they have walked around to the side of the building for short periods of time then reemerged out front.  R/P has not seen any type of transactions but thought the activity suspicious.  R/P will indicate that they have had problems with this sort of activity in the past.  If asked the R/P would like the subject trespassed from the front of the business.

· As the officer approaches, the suspect throws down a baggie of drugs and attempts to run away.  ***SAFETY REMINDER***once it is clear that the recruit is going to chase the suspect , the suspect should find a soft area to go to the ground rather than being taken down by the recruit.  The monitor should be prepared to call “Kings-X” to avoid injury.

Laws
RCW 69.50 Violation of Uniformed Controlled Substance Act (VUCSA)
COMMON ERRORS
-Subject is not detained (Recruit does not know they have a Terry Stop)

-Recruit does not see the drugs get dropped

-Recruit does not engage in a foot pursuit

DESIRED OUTCOME
Recruit will contact the R/P and ask good questions regarding the suspect drug activity. The recruit should cautiously approach the subject and observe them throw suspected narcotics on the ground. Once the suspect runs, the recruit should attempt to physically stop them ***SAFETY  REMINDER***After a short foot pursuit and the suspect goes to the ground, the recruit should use good control tactics and handcuff the subject in the prone position. The recruit should recognize they can use force to stop the person for a Terry stop. The subject should be frisked and the narcotics should be recovered.  
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
