Co-habitating couple argue in kitchen, suspect throws a can at and hits victim, suspect tells LE he was throwing can to garbage (CR)
KEY OBJECTIVES
· Scan, Secure and Sweep.

· The officers will determine that at domestic relationship exists as defined.

· The officers will determine that probable cause exists and arrest the primary aggressor.

Scene
Officers are dispatched to a domestic disturbance in a residence.  They should hear loud arguing at the door but no threats. The R/P will invite the recruits in and report that his/her roommate just assaulted them.  The suspect is still on scene and is angry.

Director’s Notes
· When officers make contact the R/P will tell them that they came home early to make dinner.  When their roommate came home he/she was visibly in a bad mood.  The suspect got angry about dinner and threw a can at the R/P’s head.  The can narrowly missed the R/P, struck the wall then fell to the ground.  The R/P is scared and believes the suspect tried to hit them with the can.

· The suspect will tell officers that they were trying to throw the can into the garbage and didn’t intend to hit the cook.

COMMON ERRORS
-Exigent (forced) entry

-No arrest
-Parties not separated

-Frisking without frisk factors
DESIRED OUTCOME
Recruits should listen at the door for a few moments and then knock on the residence. (Actors should not be making threats, just arguing loudly). Once the recruits are invited in they should scan for threats and separate the parties (neither will provide frisk factors). They should interview each party making sure to include the Eight Crisis Questions:  1) Name & DOB, 2) What’s your relationship? 3) What Happened? 4) Were you assaulted? 5) Was anything intentionally broken? 6) Were you prevented from calling 9-1-1 or leaving? 7) Were you threatened? 8) Has this happened before? These eight questions are ‘starter’ questions. Each one will most likely lead to several more follow-up questions. For example, if a person says, “Yes officer, I was threatened,” you should ask additional questions about it to find out exactly what happened.

Both parties names should be run through dispatch. Recruits should have a strategy session with their partner to share information. They should position themselves so they can observe both subjects and not look at their partner to talk. The suspect should be arrested, handcuffed, and search for Assault 4th degree – Domestic Violence.
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
