Custodian hears noise in building, officers check and find two intoxicated subjects inside (pp)
key objectives
· Officers will maintain their area of responsibility.

· Officers will utilize cover and concealment. 

· Officers will demonstrate proper building search techniques.

· Officers will utilize proper force when contacting and detaining suspects.
Scene
 Officers are dispatched to the building for suspicious circumstances.  The R/P is hearing strange noise coming from inside of the building.

MONITOR Notes
· When the officers arrive they will contact the R/P.  The R/P is the building custodian.  He received a complaint about noise coming from the attic area.  When he checked he found the attic unsecured. When he went inside, he found some empty liquor bottle and heard drunken male voices arguing.  He backed out of the attic and dialed 9-1-1. 

· When the recruits knock and announce a transient, carrying an empty liquor bottle, will stumble out from the building. The subject will be compliant with all verbal commands but intoxicated.  

· A second transient will be curled up and passed out inside the building somewhere (try to pick a location where it would make sense to go hands on with the subject wherever they are located). He will not be responsive and will not wake up until physical contact has been made. Then the suspect will be compliant. Cover officer should maintain area of responsibility behind contact officer.

· Empty liquor bottles 


Laws

Trespassing – RCW 9A.52.080
COMMON ERRORS
Knock & Announce – In crossfire with partner or staying too close to the door. Distance vs. Reaction time
Both engage the first suspect. Contact/cover is violated.

Contact officer continues to yell at 2nd suspect and does not physically engage.

DESIRED OUTCOME
Key holder is contacted at the scene and recruits should verify that nobody has permission to be in the building. Once they verify the building is unsecured, they should close the air, ask for a K-9, and request containment. Recruits should knock & announce twice from a safe location. When the 1st suspect comes out, they should be controlled and restrained using prone or kneeling cuffing. The first subject should be frisked at a safe location while the cover officer is protecting their partner from the entry door. Once the subject is frisked, the monitor will allow the recruit to pass the subject off to containment units.  A second knock & announce is recommended but not required since entry was not made the first time. The recruits will enter the building and begin searching. When the 2nd subject is located, recruits should make physical contact and control the subject where they are found. The cover officer should be focused on uncleared/unsecured areas while their partner handcuffs the 2nd subject. The 2nd subject should be extracted, frisked and then passed off to containment units.  End of scene.
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
