Priority backup (pp)
key objectives
· Demonstrate de-escalation and crisis communication skills
· Maintain physical control of handcuffed subject
Scene
Recruits are dispatched to an officer needing emergency assistance for a warrant subject. When they arrive, they should see a uniformed officer (or two) striking a handcuffed subject who is on the ground.  
Director’s Notes 
· Officer instructions: As recruits approach simulate striking the handcuffed subject while they are on the ground. When the recruits arrive and you are separated from the suspect, continue to be angry and tell them that the suspect spit in your face.  
· Suspect instructions: Do not resist in any way. When you are separated from the assaulting officers, tell the recruits that “you are all dirty cops”. If the recruits do not maintain control of you after the initial assault is broken up, attempt to flee.  
Actors 

· Officer (In uniform) – One or two depending on actors available
· Handcuffed suspect
Props
· Handcuffs
· Uniform

RCW 9A.16.020         Use of force — When lawful

COMMON ERRORS
· Not requesting a supervisor  or medical aid
DESIRED OUTCOME
Recruits should recognize that the suspect is handcuffed and should force the officer to disengage from the handcuffed suspect.  Recruits should use good communication/de-escalation skills to speak with both parties and request an aid car once the scene is made safe.  Recruits should maintain control of the handcuffed subject and request a supervisor respond to their location.  
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
