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Suspicious person, with police type badge, attempting to stop cars (CP)
key objectives
· Demonstrate proper officer safety and search techniques.

· Develop probable cause for arrest.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a suspicious subject trying to stop cars.  The R/P reports the subject had a police type badge and was sitting in what appeared to be a police vehicle with no markings.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P should tell the officer that the subject managed to get them stopped.  When the subject contacted them he/she told them they were a police officer and that they needed to commandeer their vehicle.  The R/P should tell the officer they asked to take a closer look at the subjects ID.  The subject refused making them suspicious so they left the area and called 911. The R/P noticed the subject had a holstered firearm.
· The suspect will have a security badge of some type.  The suspect will tell the officer that his/her car broke down and they were only going to borrow the vehicle.  The suspect will tell the officer that they were telling people that they were attempting to become a police officer. The subject will have a valid CPL.

Criminal impersonation in the 1st and 2nd degree
COMMON ERRORS
-Not knowing the difference between felony and misdemeanor criminal impersonation (1st degree vs. 2nd degree)
-No investigation regarding the suspect’s credentials

-No frisk
Desired OUTCOME
Recruits should make contact with the R/P and conduct a thorough interview to develop probable cause for Criminal Impersonation 1st degree. Recruits should ask if the suspect is armed and learned that the suspect has a firearm. Recruits should consider the suspect “high risk” (committed a felony and armed) and use a prone or kneeling handcuffing method and then conduct a frisk. Recruits should attempt to get the suspect’s story and understand when the prongs of Miranda have been met. The suspect should be arrested for Criminal Impersonation 1st degree and the badge should be collected as evidence. 
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
