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High Risk Stop Hostage situation with robbery suspect arguing (pp)
key objectives
· Officer will perform a high risk stop following the skill steps.

· Officers will attempt to negotiate with the suspect without leaving cover.

· After suspect surrenders, second suspect should be detained in handcuffs.

· Officers should run the vehicle license with dispatch.
Scene
 Officers are dispatched to a suspicious vehicle.  The vehicle is parked and occupied by two subjects who appear to be arguing.
Director’s Notes
· Have one actor seated in the driver’s seat.  The second actor will be standing outside by the driver’s side window arguing with the driver when the officers arrive.  As soon as the officers arrive on scene the standing actor should yank the driver out of the vehicle and hold him hostage at gunpoint.
· Suspect instructions:  Demand that the officers drop their weapons or the hostage will get shot.  Hold your ground until the officer(s) start negotiating for your surrender.  If either of the officers leaves cover to negotiate, engage them with your firearm.  If the officers indicate they have fired assume they hit you and fall dead.
· Driver instructions:  Follow all verbal commands.  The officers should order you into a prone position and handcuff you.  If they fail to control you, confront your sibling again and start arguing with some pushing and shoving.  Comply immediately when officers engage you again.

COMMON ERRORS
-Not utilizing cover
-Both officers trying to negotiate with suspect

-Attempting a head shot from too much distance

-Not handcuffing shot suspect

-Poor communication skills (i.e. broken record commands)
-Not securing/controlling the victim
DESired outcome
Recruits should respond to the scene and as they exit the vehicle, they should observe the suspect take the victim hostage. Recruits should remain behind the cover of their vehicle or any cover in the immediate vicinity. Recruits should use the contact/cover principle during the negotiation. If the contact officer uses good negotiating skills, the suspect will surrender and follow instructions. Recruits should then use the high risk vehicle stop instructions to secure both subjects. If recruits choose to shoot the subject while they have a hostage, the hostage should be called back to a position of cover and secured. Both recruits should approach the shot suspect with caution, handcuff the subject, and secure the firearm. The cover officer should address the vehicle as an unsecured threat. 
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
