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Traffic Stop, driver shoots on 2nd contact (tr)
key objectives
· Recruit uses proper radio procedures
· Recruit uses emergency equipment
· Recruit uses appropriate vehicle position and distance
· Recruit makes a safe approach and assumes a safe position
· Recruit continually scans the interior of the vehicle for weapons
· Recruit draws weapon and returns fire seeking/using cover
· Recruit informs dispatch that they were just involved in a shooting
· Recruits should use sound judgment and practices to secure the scene  
· The two desired outcomes should be to secure the vehicle and driver when safe or to wait for additional units 
· Recruit recognizes the need to render first aid once scene is secure
Scene
The driver is stopped for any moving violation (RCW Title 46).  The officer(s) approaches the vehicle and contacts the driver. The officer requests and receives the driver’s license, insurance, and registration for the vehicle.  Once the officer returns to his patrol car, the suspect puts soft ear protection in.  When the officer begins to re-contact the driver (officer is at the trunk of the suspect vehicle) the driver will stay inside the vehicle and begin firing at the officer out the window.  Once the officer returns fire, the suspect will slump back into the car, dropping the handgun inside the vehicle.  (If passenger is present, they will exit and move, not run, towards Officers in a scared manner with hands raised.  They will comply with commands once they are confronted near the Officers.)    
Director’s Notes
· Officers: Assigned to patrol on the CJTC campus.  All parking isles and streets are considered a public road.  While patrolling, the recruit observes a vehicle commit a traffic violation.
· Driver/Actor: The driver is cooperative but glares at the officer and states “You shouldn’t write me a ticket.” The driver will be otherwise cooperative respond to any questions with minimal information. 
· Dispatch Information:
· Ensure the recruit gives the appropriate traffic stop information – Unit ID, “Traffic or Stopping” advisement, location, plate, and vehicle description

Actors 

· Driver only.  
· Driver and passenger.  (Alternate scene)

· Cap Gun and soft ear protection.

Justifiable homicide or use of deadly force by public officer, peace officer, person aiding.
COMMON ERRORS
· Giving up or not reacting once shots have been fired by the suspect ***Important learning objective failed***
· Not handcuffing the shot suspect

· Running up to the vehicle immediately without communicating or assessing the scene
· Taking the firearm out of the vehicle after occupant is secured

· Not rendering medical attention

· Engaging passenger with deadly force
DESIRED OUTCOME
Recruits will conduct a traffic stop for a minor traffic violation (failing to signal, littering, etc.). Recruits should make contact with the driver and obtain their license, proof of insurance, and registration. Recruits should return to their vehicle to conduct a records check and issue a NOI. As the recruits approach for the 2nd contact they should have nothing in their gun hand. Once the subject begins firing, the recruits should return fire and seek cover.  Once the suspect goes down, they should complete the HRVS stop steps. The driver should be approached with caution, handcuffed and frisked. Recruits should check to make sure the vehicle is clear and then render aid to the shot suspect. Any evidence should remain in the vehicle pending a search warrant.  
(If passenger is present, they should exit and move, not run, towards Officers in a scared manner with their hands in the air.  Officers should recognize this is not a deadly force application.  Passenger should be placed at a position of disadvantage and cuffed/frisked.)
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
