Suspicious person prying at door to vehicle, no witness (CP)
key objectives
· The officer will recognize when a Terry stop turns into an arrest situation.

· The officer demonstrates reasonable detention and search techniques.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a suspicious person attempting to pry open a window to a vehicle.  The R/P is a citizen who saw this when they drove by.  The R/P is not available for further contact.

Director’s Notes
· The suspect will be next to a designated window with a screwdriver.  As the officer approaches the suspect will drop the screwdriver and attempt to walk off.  The officer should detain the suspect.  The suspect should give visible frisk factors.  When asked, the suspect will provide an outrageous story as to why they are there.

· When the officer runs a warrants check on the suspect the return will show arrest warrants for burglary.  If the officer asks for confirmation on the warrants, confirm them.   The officer should search the suspect, incident to arrest, and discover drugs in the suspect’s pocket.

COMMON ERRORS
-Not frisking the subject

-Missed weapons

-Unsafe approach (treating like a social contact)

-Frisking in an unsafe location 

DESIRED OUTCOME
Recruits should respond to the location and attempt to approach without being seen by the suspect. After observing the subject, recruits should see that the subject is attempting to break into the vehicle. Recruits should contact the subject (gun drawn is preferred) and use good officer presence and communication skills. When the suspect walks off the recruits should prevent the subject from leaving by going hands on. ***SAFETY TIP*** Monitor should prevent any hard takedowns by saying “Kings X” or instructing the actor to be compliant.  Once the recruit has control of the suspect, they should conduct a frisk. Recruits should be able to articulate that they frisked because they were witnessing a possible vehicle prowl in progress, the subject was armed with a screwdriver, and they failed to obey lawful orders by walking away. The suspect should be placed in a position of disadvantage for the investigation. Recruits should ask relevant questions and determine the suspect has no lawful purpose in breaking into the vehicle. Recruits should run the subjects name with dispatch and receive the warrant hit. Recruits should confirm the warrant and then search the subject incident to arrest. Recruits should locate the narcotics during the search. 
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
