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High Risk Stop Weapons violatiON (pp)
key objectives
· The officers will perform a high risk vehicle stop following the skill steps.
Scene
Officers are dispatched to a road rage incident. The two vehicles were last seen traveling south, on 1st Ave S., at a high rate of speed.  A witness reports that the passenger of one of the vehicles displayed a silver colored handgun at the driver of the other vehicle.
Director’s Notes
· Dispatch instructions:  Report that the victim of the road rage called from the QFC.  He/she said that the suspect vehicle pointed a gun at them.  Provide the officers with descriptions of the suspect vehicle and occupants.  The witness is available for contact if needed.
· Driver instructions:  Follow the officers’ instructions but continue to question why you’re being stopped. After you are handcuffed, claim that the other driver started the argument and that the other driver is lying and that the passenger only “showed them” the gun in order to get them to back off.
· Passenger instructions:  Follow all verbal commands. Your story is the same as the driver

· Victim
· Witness

· Two suspects
Props
· Hand gun
· Suspect vehicle


Laws

RCW 9.41.270    Weapons apparently capable of producing bodily harm (AKA Brandishing)
Common Errors
-Not utilizing cover/poor vehicle positioning or suspect positioning
-Improper handcuffing

-Removal of handgun prior to handcuffing

-Arresting for wrong crime (harassment could be applied but brandishing is a better fit)
Desired outcome
Recruits may contact the victim first or the suspect.  If the suspect is contacted first, the victim should be requested for a “show up” and their story confirmed AFTER the scene is secure. When recruits contact the suspect vehicle, they should update dispatch with their location and the plate prior to initiating a high risk vehicle stop.  Recruits should use high risk vehicle stop steps to secure both subjects and then clear the vehicle. Recruits should interview both subjects separately and collect any evidence. 
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
