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Traffic stop with dui investigation(tr)
key objectives
· Officer uses proper radio traffic procedures

· Officer uses emergency lights

· Officer chooses appropriate vehicle position and distance

· Officer safely approaches and contacts violator

· Officer explains violator’s actions
· Officer properly administers Standardized Field Sobriety Tests/PBT
Scene
The driver is stopped for a traffic violation.  The driver complies with the information request.  The driver has the odor of intoxicants emanating from the vehicle and an open container of non-alcoholic “O’Douls” in the vehicle. He/she provides a driver’s license and current registration and insurance.  A driver’s check through dispatch verifies the driver’s clear and current.  The driver cooperates with the officer. The driver should complete the SFST’s with no clues and a PBT should produce a reading of .00 BAC. The driver should be released.
Director’s Notes
· Officer:  Assigned to traffic enforcement on the CJTC campus.  All parking isles and streets are considered public road.  While patrolling the officer observes a vehicle commit several traffic infractions.  After contacting the driver the officer should observe the open container in the vehicle and smell the odor of intoxicants and initiate a DUI investigation.
· Driver/actor:  The driver will cooperate with the officer.  The driver will admit to consuming “1 Bud Light” at the Boars Head Tavern about 20 minutes ago. The “O’Douls” is not meant to simulate actual beer. Recruit s should recognize that it is non-alcoholic and the driver will explain that it is his/her “driving beer”.

Common errors
· Recruit does not administer SFST’s or the PBT
· Recruit does not observe/address the open container in the vehicle

· Recruit arrests the driver for DUI

· Recruit cites the driver for open container
desired outcome
Recruits will conduct a traffic stop for any violation they observe. Upon contacting the driver, the recruit should detect the odor of intoxicants and observe a can of “O’Douls” in the cup holder.  The driver will provide their license, registration and proof of insurance. The driver will return with a clear and valid license. The recruit should request the driver submit to voluntary field sobriety tests and observe that the driver is providing no clues. The recruit should request the driver submit to a PBT and observe that the sample is .00 (or very close to .00).  The driver should not be arrested for DUI and should not be cited for open container. 
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
