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#8 – Infraction for defective brake light violation (rcw 46.37.070)
desired outcomes
· Officer uses proper radio traffic procedures

· Officer uses emergency lights

· Officer chooses appropriate vehicle position and distance

· Officer safely approaches and contacts violator

· Officer cites the driver for defective brake light
· Officer presents and explains violations to driver
· Officer explains violator options to respond to citation

· Officer gives closing dialogue to violator
· Officer safely returns to vehicle 

· Officer advises dispatch at closing of traffic stop

Scene
The driver is stopped for a defective brake light. A driver’s check with dispatch reveals that the driver is clear and current.  The driver cooperates.
Dispatch information
· Ensure Recruit Officer gives unit ID number, “Traffic or Stopping” advisement, location and plate
· Give return of plate before stop is conducted

· Ensure Recruit Officer runs driver’s check correctly
Actors 

· Officer:  Assigned to traffic enforcement on the CJTC campus.  All parking aisles and streets are considered public road.  While patrolling the officer observes a vehicle ahead of him/her that, when the vehicle slows down for a turn, has only one brake light working.
· Driver/actor:  The driver informs the officer that they did not know their brake light was out.  The driver will be polite and cooperative, but will ask the officer if they could just have a warning.  After receiving the citation, the driver becomes irritated and says to the officer as the officer walks off, “Thanks a lot officer”.
Props

· Vehicles and Radios

Discussion/debrief
· Using the traffic skills sheet ensure Recruit officer conducts a safe and complete traffic stop
· Brief recruits on overall performance

· Check citation is complete and correct violations are chosen
